A four-day hazmat training course for rail workers will be conducted in San Antonio, Texas.  This training course is federally-funded by the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences (NIEHS), and administered by GMC-NLC in cooperation with BMWE and other rail unions.  This training course:

· addresses OSHA and DOT required procedures and different levels of response and worker protection in case of a hazardous materials emergency or release

· includes advanced classroom instruction and intensive hands-on drills

· conducts a simulated hazmat response in full safety gear

· is eligible for three academic credits from the George Meany Center-National Labor College

· provides additional training opportunity for OSHA 10-Hour Outreach Course

Federal training funds provide for each participant:

· Stipend* of $428.00 (for participants who are unable to receive regular pay through the railroad to attend training)

· Per Diem of $35/day ($140 total) for meals and mileage to and from the training location

*Full-time or paid union staff are ineligible to receive stipend
